FYI
*The children that were enrolled in our LEARN TO WRITE private tutoring program have done a marvelous job!  Each child has mastered writing their names and numbers. The children also benefited from the extras that each child received at no additional cost.  Such as:  Learning to read and a host of other Pre-K academics.  

June will be our last month of tutoring.  We will resume in September 2009.  If your child will be at least 3 years old by September, I highly 
recommend enrolling them in the private tutoring program.  Our 4 year olds, including Kaden, that were enrolled are reading and writing!!!
*During our school months, Circle Time is a very important part of our daycare morning.  The children sing the morning song and each child is personally greeted.  We learn to recognize our name and also review our colors, numbers and shapes.  We also do weather observation.  Make sure you have a copy of our “School Schedule”.
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TIPS & REMINDERS
Reminder: If you must arrive at daycare during our naptime, please do not ring the doorbell, once inside remain as quite as possible and be very brief.  Remember, that is also Kevin & Rosalind’s lunch time and time to prepare for the rest of the day.  Be very brief.
Reminder:  Because we have up to 13 children in care, we stay extremely busy meeting the needs of those children.  If you must call during the day, most likely you will get the answering machine.  Leave a message.  We will always check our messages but if it is not an extreme emergency we may not be able to return your call until some time later.  Sorry for the inconvenience but the care of all children is our 1st priority.  Keep in mind that we are the only caretakers here for the children and we do not have a secretary or dedicated office personnel.

Tip: As the weather warms up, please make sure that your child has appropriate clothing in their cubby.

Tip: Outside playtime is a regular part of our daily 
curriculum.  You should consider putting sunscreen on
 our child daily before coming to daycare from June through September.
